Jerry Rushford                         
 
We are honored today to have Jerry Rushford to help us celebrate this milestone in our 
congregation’s history. 

Jerry received his education from Great Lakes Christian College, Rochester College, 
Oklahoma Christian University, Harding Graduate School of Religion, Abilene 
Christian University, Earlham School of Religion, and the University of California, 
Santa Barbara.  

Dr. Rushford is a member of the editorial board of Restoration Quarterly, and serves 
as a contributing editor to 21st Century Christian magazine. He edited Crest of a 
Golden Wave (A 50th Anniversary Pictorial History of Pepperdine University 1937-
1987) and We Preach Christ Crucified (Sermons in Honor of Frank Pack by His 
Students) and now serves as editor of Pacific Church News, a news journal for 
Churches of Christ on the West Coast.  

His publications include: Christians on the Oregon Trail: Churches of Christ and 
Christian Churches in Early Oregon 1842-1882 (College Press 1997) and Forever 
Young: The Life and Times of M. Norvel & Helen M. Young (21st Cent. Christian Pub. 
Co. 1999). He is also nearing completion on a book entitled Glorious Was The Cause: 
Churches of Christ and Christian Churches in Early Washington 1851-1916. Each 
spring, Jerry leads a “History of Hymns Tour” to England and Scotland (ask Judy 
Thomson about these tours). He has also completed the first four videos in his 13-
video series entitled “English Hymns That Shaped Our Faith.”  

Jerry Rushford began preaching at age 16 while he was a student at Great Lakes 
Christian College in Beamsville, Ontario, Canada. He served as pulpit minister for the 
Hazel Park Church of Christ and the Rochester Church of Christ in Michigan. In 
California, he has preached for the Turnpike Road Church of Christ in Santa Barbara, 
the Culver-Palms Church of Christ in Los Angeles, and the University Church of 
Christ in Malibu.  

For the past 25 years under Rushford’s leadership, the Pepperdine University Bible 
Lectures have consistently increased in attendance and have earned a reputation as one 
of the finest lecture series in the nation. More than 4,000 people, from approximately 
40 states and 12 foreign countries, attend this four-day conference each spring.  

He and his wife, Lori, are active in the Conejo Valley Church of Christ near their 
home in Oak Park, California. Lori works for the Straus Institute for Dispute 

Resolution at the Pepperdine School of Law. They have two daughters, Hilary, age 

26, a graduate of Pepperdine University; and Ashley, age 22,� also a graduate of
