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What an odd question Jesus asked Simon that evening.  The picture captures the 
moment quite well and as you look at it you see that all eyes are on the woman. I 
suspect that’s just the way it was that evening at Simon’s house.  This Pharisee invited 
the popular rabbi to his home apparently to quiz him and test him.  What he didn’t 
expect is at the end of the evening he would be tested and found lacking.  What he 
was lacking is crucial—he was lacking love. 

 
Dinners at homes were often enjoyed in the cool of the 

evening in a patio or courtyard.  This arrangement made it possible for uninvited 
villagers to look on, usually from a proper distance.  Jesus was drawing large crowds 
wherever He went and so there must have been a large group of onlookers as Simon 
and his guests dined. 
 
One of those onlookers couldn’t contain herself and disregarded all sorts of social 
taboos to get to Jesus.  Dress often identified a person in the ancient world (as it does 
yet).  A particularly important identifier for women concerned head coverings and 
hair.  Maybe this woman had a reputation in the village or maybe Simon responded to 
her clothes and hair but when she came up to Jesus, Simon had her pegged—she was a 
sinful woman (likely we are to read prostitute).  He saw her as she wept openly; he 
saw her as she shamefully let down her hair in public; he saw her kiss Jesus’ feet; he 
saw her break a very expensive alabaster jar filled with very costly ointment and pour 
it on Jesus’ feet; and he saw Jesus accept all this shameful display of affection.  He 
was certain that he saw enough to judge that Jesus was no prophet. 
 
So, I repeat, Jesus’ question to Simon must have seemed odd—even absurd: “Simon, 
do you see this woman?”  Of course he saw her!  He got quite an eyeful of her!  But 
the parable Jesus told before that question makes it clear that the question struck 
deeply at Simon’s heart and ours, if we are paying attention.  For all his judgmental 
staring, Simon had not seen the woman—he only saw a sinner.  He saw someone to be 
avoided, or rejected, or even stoned (John 8:1-11) but he did not see a woman created 
in the image of God and a daughter of Abraham.  He did not see the pure love of one 
who had been forgiven.  He had not seen the woman at all.  How’s our eyesight?
