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If you grew up in the joy of the church you learned the song about Zacchaeus and you 
can start singing it now with all the hand motions (quietly if you are sitting close to 
someone who might not understand).  Here we go:  “Zacchaeus was a wee little man 
and a wee little man was he…” 
 
It’s such a friendly song and conjures up delightful images.  Here is a little man that 
makes us think lovable thoughts.  Maybe we think of Zacchaeus as a “Munchkin” who 
could have been a member of the “Lollipop Guild.”  Or maybe we think of him like 
the “Fantasy Island” character, Tattoo (played so well by Hervé Villechaize), sitting 
up in that sycamore-fig tree crying out, “De Lord! De Lord.”  However we may think 
of the scene, the song invites us to imagine a lovable little man who wanted to see 
Jesus so badly that he climbed up in a sycamore tree because he was so short he 
couldn’t see over the heads of the crowd.  What a nice image!  What a completely 
wrong image! 
 
Zacchaeus was the tax man!  That’s bad enough for us (think of being called in for an 
audit), but it was far worse in Jewish Jericho of the first century.  He was rich at the 
expense of his fellow Jews and where was the money going?  It was not going for 
schools, roads, parks, libraries, and other civic improvements, it was going to Rome.  
A closer analogy to our history is the Boston Tea Party—a tax revolt caused by taxes 
going to London without representation in the British government.  But it was much 
worse than even that.  Rome had conquered Palestine—they were the enemies and 
Zacchaeus was profiting handsomely by being a traitor to his people!  You know why 
he had to climb that tree?  The crowd will let a lovable little man to the front but they 
despised this short little traitor.  The only way he could see Jesus was to throw away 
all dignity, pull up his robes and climb that tree. 
 
Only when we understand that will we understand this important story in Luke.  Only 
then will we see how scandalous it was for Jesus to say, “Zacchaeus, come down 
immediately. I must stay at your house today.”  Righteous people didn’t even enter 
such a house, let alone stay there.  Then we can understand why, “all the people saw 
this and began to mutter, ‘He has gone to be the guest of a sinner.’”  Only then will we 
see the need to bring the message of the love of God in Jesus to those others despise.  
Only then will we see that Jesus loves us, even when others don’t.
