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Many, many years ago, when I was starting out in ministry and was a single young 
male, I was looking for an apartment to rent, so that I could be a youth minister.  I 
went to an apartment complex and it was very clear that the apartment manager 
wanted nothing to do with renting to a young single male.  In the course of the 
conversation I mentioned that I was coming to be a youth minister and immediately 
everything changed.  She seemed quite interested in my renting an apartment.  It 
turned out that I didn’t but I remember that incident as one in a world that’s largely 
gone. 
 
When we lived in Morro Bay in the mid ‘70’s, the Bank of America there gave us free 
checking, because I was a minister.  That world, too, is gone.  We now live in a 
culture that is increasingly either hostile or dismissive of our faith.  I was talking to 
the mother of a graduate student in a State University in Texas.  He is a devout 
Christian and, having attended Christian colleges, was unprepared for the seeming 
universal hostility he has encountered to his faith on campus.  Christianity is assumed 
intolerant foolishness.  It is assumed that we are ignorant of science, and opposed to 
progress.  It is also assumed that we are all moral hypocrites.  Our educational system 
has done its job well! 
 
For years, it was hard to fully appreciate the warnings Jesus gave to His disciples in 
the upper room, the night before He went to the cross.  For us, the world was, with all 
its problems, a welcoming place that if it did not follow Jesus, at least appreciated 
Him and the contributions the church made to our civilization.  We were spoiled in 
this great land.  Now, we need to slap the cold water of reality on our faces and listen 
with greater appreciation to the warnings Jesus gave us.  If we do—if we really 
understand that the world will hate us because it hated Him—then we will be able to 
hear the promise that He has overcome the world.  We will be able to welcome with 
open arms, the promise of the Advocate and the fellowship the believers.  Then, we 
will also look for ways to love the world in the face of its hatred toward us.  We will 
look for better ways to live the Truth in the face of the Enemy’s lies
