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This is such a joyful and exciting time for us—but right now I want to just speak for 
myself.  For a very long time, I have longed for and prayed for a partner in the work 
of ministry.  It is not that I’ve felt alone—all of you have been great blessings as we 
have worked together over these past years.  The support of our elders, Christie, and 
so many of you in so many endeavors has been rich.  What I have longed and prayed 
for is a partner with whom I can share the particular work of ministry to which I have 
given my life.  I am very aware of my limitations, both physical and in gifts.  I am 
aware of the needs here that are not filled adequately.  I am also aware that I can share 
myself and my experiences with another—a partner.  So, I have prayed. 
 
God has answered those prayers!  I cannot look at the way the events transpired that 
brought Josh, Tiffany, and Peyton to us without seeing God’s sovereign purposes at 
work.  Today, we welcome the Parrishes with joy.  But they are not just my partners—
they are our partners in a common work and life.  They have committed themselves to 
ministry here and we must commit ourselves to work with them. 
 
In 2 Corinthians Paul wrote about the collection for the Judean churches to which the 
church in Corinth was contributing.  Among others, Titus was coming to Corinth to 
help the church with the collection.  What I want you to see in the passage below is 
how Paul describes Titus and the relationship he has with Titus.  It describes Josh!  
There are also two unnamed brothers who will join in the work of the Gospel.  How 
about putting your names there?

2 Corinthians 8:16-24 
16 I thank God, who put into the heart of Titus the same concern I have for 
you. 17 For Titus not only welcomed our appeal, but he is coming to you with 
much enthusiasm and on his own initiative. 18 And we are sending along with 
him the brother who is praised by all the churches for his service to the gospel.   
19 What is more, he was chosen by the churches to accompany us as we carry 
the offering, which we administer in order to honor the Lord himself and to 
show our eagerness to help. 20 We want to avoid any criticism of the way we 
administer this liberal gift. 21 For we are taking pains to do what is right, not 
only in the eyes of the Lord but also in the eyes of men.  
 
22 In addition, we are sending with them our brother who has often proved to 
us in many ways that he is zealous, and now even more so because of his great 
confidence in you. 23 As for Titus, he is my partner and fellow worker among 
you; as for our brothers, they are representatives of the churches and an honor 
to Christ. 24 Therefore show these men the proof of your love and the reason 
for our pride in you, so that the churches can see it.
