Once there, they
announced the news of Jesus’ resurrection and hi@arceply: “The Lord is risen
indeed, and has appeared to Simon!” (Luke 24:34\NKJ

It's not clear just how early this greeting begaré used regularly by Christians but

we know that that it was very early. John Chrysostvas one of the great preacher

of the early church and he was born in Antioch4i@ 2D. This greeting is mention

in one of his sermons. In that sermon herlségs these important and stirring wor

Chrysostom powerfully states the truth that chargestything. In fact, everything
we believe as Christians hangs on this truth. ddréy church knew that. Paul told
the Corinthians:
...If Christ has not been raised, your faith is fjtjyou are still in your sins.
Then those also who have fallen asleep in Chrestast. If only for this life
we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied moae @il men. (1 Corinthians
15:17-19 NIV)

No sooner does Paul lay out that dire alternatie@ the must say, “But Christ h
indeed been raised from the dead...” (15:20). Saetit is—our central vital truth.
Today, people are open to hearing that truth agalthough the voices of skeptics
are as shrill as ever, the day of atheistic mdtemais passing. Without shame, we
can embrace one another and exclaim with full-tedaonfidence, “Christ is risen!”
and answer with even greater enthusiasm, “Heesrimdeed!” Let’s reclaim this
ancient Christian greeting and let that bold gregteplace the timid, “Happy Easte
We are people of the resurrection and Christ enriadeed!
