In the synagogue at
Antioch of Pisidia, Paul started with Scripture dsidel’s history and led them to
Jesus. He started on common turf. In Lystra, appagans thinking of Zeus and
Hermes, the synagogue sermon would not have gotténe ground and so Paul
spoke of the world and the one, living God as @reand Sustainer—it connected.

If we care about reaching the peopléhe real world around us, we must be willin
speak their language in ways that communicate thgim. What communicated well
with my parents, uncles, and aunts, communicatesiiesll with my generation. It
may not communicate at all with my children’s amdrgichildren’s generation. I'm
not talking about the Gospel. That's what we haveaimmunicate to every
generation.
