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Gratitude for our Teachers 
 
But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of, 
because you know those from whom you learned it, and how from infancy you have 
known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through 
faith in Christ Jesus.  All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, 
rebuking, correcting, and training in righteousness, so that all God's people may be 
thoroughly equipped for every good work. (2 Timothy 3:14-17 TNIV) 

 
These are among the very last words we have from the Apostle Paul.  They were written to his 
son in the faith, Timothy, but in God’s providence they are also written to us.  We see this text 
as one of the great statements of the inspiration and sufficiency of Scripture—and so it is.  But 
notice that it’s not just about the Scriptures but also about those who taught Timothy the 
Scriptures.  Timothy’s lessons in the Scripture began in his infancy and we know who began 
those early lessons:  “I am reminded of your sincere faith, which first lived in your 
grandmother Lois and in your mother Eunice…” (2 Timothy 1:5 TNIV)  Here were two 
women who took the charge of Deuteronomy 6:7 seriously.  Others had taught Timothy along 
the way, including Paul, and Timothy needed to continue in what he learned and pass that on 
to others, who in turn would pass it on to yet another generation. 
 
I remember with gratitude those who have taught me.  Like Paul’s Timothy, my list begins 
with my grandmother and mother and would later include my father (who became a disciple 
of Jesus when I was about 7).  It would include my Bible School teachers, preachers, elders, 
college professors, and a long list of authors (whose books and articles have opened the 
Scriptures to me).  Yet, education in the Scriptures can come in surprising ways.  I want to tell 
you about two examples: 

1. I first met Pete Weldon when I was a freshman.  He and his wife Dell had recently 
come to Pepperdine.  Pete would wear many hats at Pepperdine—none of which were 
“Professor.”  He had been a bomber pilot in WWII and then an officer in the Strategic 
Air Command.  Pete loved people and it showed—and he was never embarrassed to 
tell them!  When we went to work in Camarillo, Pete and Dell were there.  He taught 
me more about what love looked like than just about any teacher I ever had, even 
though I was now teaching him the Bible. 

2. Ivy and Louella Florence moved to Morro Bay after years of farming and working in 
the small San Joaquin Valley town of Corcoran.  They lived in a very modest little 
house in town.  Fifty years our seniors, they became our best friends.  I suppose it was 
an improbable friendship but it forever dispelled the notion that the “generation gap” 
was unbridgeable.  Ivy didn’t know a lot about the Bible but he knew the love of 
Christ and lived it.  I saw in his gentle ways, a profound lesson on loving service—I 
also learned to love beans and cornbread! 

 
Teachers come in all sorts of packages.  Pete and Ivy are now with the Lord and I’m grateful 
that I was able to thank them before they left us.  Who are your teachers?  There are lots of 
teachers here who by words, deeds, and lives teach us.  Thank them!  Tim
