But for the New Testament, the ascension is absgluital. It does not simply mean
Jesus has gone away—it means that Jesus is reatly MWhatever else Heaven is, if
is the realm of God. God is sovereign and Jesus;gen, ascended Savior, is with
Him in power and rule. When Paul gives that ma&dstmn to Christ in Philippians
2:5-11, he ends with these powerful words:

Therefore God exalted him to the highest place

and gave him the name that is above every name,
that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,

in heaven and on earth and under the earth,

and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Chrisiris, L
to the glory of God the Father. (Philippians 2:97NIV)
