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“Fool” is a strong word. It's a strong enough waeidt Jesus warns us about using two
variations of the word in name calling: “...anyonkaasays to his brother, ‘Raca,’ is
answerable to the Sanhedrin. But anyone who s#gs, fool!” will be in danger of the fire
hell.” (Matthew 5:22) “Raca” was a term of derisiolt meant “empty headed” or maybe
what is meant by the term “knucklehead” (a ternothr my way more than once). “Fool” ig
somewhat worse and our word “moron” is derived fitbim word. But both words can be
used as weapons to attack others and the disdiplesas should avoid such attacks.

But Jesus puts an even stronger form of the wardl*fon the lips of God who passes His
judgment on a rich man who thinks he has it madbershade and can now just sit back
let the money roll in. The word “fool” here is natk of intellect but of profound moral
foolishness. It is the foolishness of Psalm 14Thé fool says in his heart, ‘There is no
God.™)

Here, God's judgment stands in stark contrastéanhn’s own self-evaluation and, in fact,
the world’s evaluation. From the standpoint of wwld, this is a shrewd business man wh
knows how to take advantage of his good fortunkis & not simply the wisdom of Josepl
work, who built storehouses so that there wouldbleel during the coming severe famine.
This is the shrewdness of a man who knows the fasuply and demand. A plentiful crop
usually means lower prices for consumers—read gtha@”—but hold the crop until there’s
low supply and you can make a killing (maybe antapt!). His “bigger barns” are an
investment in the future—his future. He conglates himself on his worldly wisdom that
believes secured his future. It's at that supreroement of self-satisfaction that God drops
the bomb, “You fool!”

His worldly wisdom was heavenly foolishness! H&uakated supply and demand but not h
own mortality and not his Creator. Shrewd whereatters least, he was a consummate fd
where it matters most. He stands, for the agea vearning not to trust in wealth and it's a

warning we have largely ignored. So who's the Ifomw?
