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A lot can be said about a culture by seeing who it honors.  By honor, I don’t mean 
official societal recognition for significant accomplish.  How many of us (myself 
included) are familiar with Andrew Fire and Craig C. Mello.  What?  You’ve never 
heard of them?  Understandable—all they did was win the 2006 Nobel Prize in 
medicine for their discovery of gene silencing by double-stranded RNA.  Ever heard 
of Paris Hilton?  All she did was…       …      …? 
 
Well, actually Paris Hilton is famous for three reasons:  1) She’s rich, 2) She’s pretty, 
and 3) She has a well earned reputation for being wild and promiscuous.  For those 
accomplishments, almost everything she does makes “news” and it is that kind of 
recognition that I mean by honor.  One can only guess whether she might have been 
better off had the press ignored her (I really think so) but it’s not a guess as to whether 
our culture would have been better off had she been ignored—of course it would have.  
Millions of teenage girls could have had far better role-models if Paris and her “pop-
tart” friends been unknowns. 
 
In Luke 14, Jesus turns “honor” right-side-up.  Recognition by having a seat of honor 
is no real honor.  Instead, the honor that matters forever is the honor that comes from 
serving the least in society: 

When you give a luncheon or dinner, do not invite your friends, your brothers 
or relatives, or your rich neighbors; if you do, they may invite you back and so 
you will be repaid.  But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, 
the lame, the blind, and you will be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, 
you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous. (Luke 14:12-14) 

 

Now, that’s honor that matters!  The church is to be a place where honor is to be right-
side-up.  God is honored above all—Father, Son, and Spirit.  All are honored in the 
Lord, starting from “the least of these,” Jesus’ brothers and sisters.  Love, service, and 
wisdom are honored.  It is that view of honor that drives our mission as we “Go out 
quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and bring in the poor, the crippled, the 
blind and the lame.” (Luke 14:21)
