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The one thing that’s predictable about Jesus is, that unless you know Him well, He’s 
really unpredictable.  You would think that if Jesus was at all interested in winning 
minds and hearts and gaining disciples, this would have thrilled Him: 

Large crowds were traveling with Jesus... (Luke 14:25) 
 
Not to depress you, but think of our current crop of Presidential candidates.  Wouldn’t 
each of them be thrilled to have as the lead sentence of a news’ story, “Large crowds 
were following this presidential hopeful.”  Can you imagine that instead of the usual 
political pandering, that candidate said:  

Think long and hard before you vote for me.  Our country needs to make some 
hard choices and if I’m your President I will make those choices.  I intend to 
raise everyone’s taxes and cut every government program substantially until 
we eliminate the national debt.  I will cut Social Security and Medicare 
benefits until we can make those programs completely solvent.  Furthermore I 
intend to make two years of unpaid national service compulsory for every able 
bodied American, regardless of age.  Think long and hard before you vote for 
me. 

It would only take three words to describe what our imaginary candidate did by 
making such a statement—committed political suicide.  So don’t expect to hear 
anything close to any of that.  Just get ready instead for a long season of the usual 
pandering. 
 
But now notice what Jesus did say to the large crowd following Him:      ��

If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father and mother, his wife and 
children, his brothers and sisters-yes, even his own life-he cannot be my 
disciple. And anyone who does not carry his cross and follow me cannot be 
my disciple...any of you who does not give up everything he has cannot be my 
disciple.”  (Luke 14:26-27, 33) 

Not only will you not hear anything like that on the campaign trail, you’re not likely 
to hear it in an evangelistic campaign or even in many churches.  As with Jesus’ 
words in John 6:53-58, we may be tempted to say, as did His disciples there, “This is a 
hard teaching. Who can accept it?”�� John 6:60)  Perhaps, as with John 6, here also 
“many of his disciples turned back and no longer followed him.” (John 6:66) 
 
But in the middle of these “hard words” Jesus tells two parables that help us 
understand how these hard words are really good news and also help us count the cost.
