Tl
legal observance (and knowledge of the Law) wasmahand based on village
tradition. On the one hand, the choice for therarotippeared to be betweibie piet
proclaimed by city-dwellers and starvation. On dfieer hand, even if they had a
desire to follow the Law exactly, their hand-to-rtfoexistence left little time for
study and meditation or for being sure all food Wwasher and the tithe (in its
Pharisaic sense) meticulously paid.
