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Beginning on September 16, our Bible Class and Worship will explore and proclaim 
the Good News of Jesus, following Paul’s letter to the church in Rome.  In this letter, 
we simply call “Romans,” Paul introduces himself to a church he was not instrumental 
in founding.  While he knew many of the Christians in Rome (see chapter 16), the 
church (several house churches) began quite apart from Paul.  It is how Paul 
introduces himself that makes this letter so vital for us.  He does so by laying out in a 
pretty systematic way, the message he proclaimed in city after city.  That is, Romans 
is the proclamation of the Gospel—the Good News. 
 
I’ve tried to convey the point of this series in the picture above.  On the left is a 
photograph of a portion of a very old scroll of Romans (we don’t have any of the 
originals �  but we do have thousands of very ancient copies!� ).  On the right is a 
picture of a laptop computer with Romans 1:1-17 on the monitor.  The letter to the 
Romans was written nearly 2,000 years ago.  It was good news then and we are 
convinced that even though so much time has passed, “It’s Still Good News!”  We 
live in a very different world today than did Paul as those words were written down 
with an ink quill on a papyrus scroll.  Yet, although we can digitize the text and 
display it on a computer screen, the fundamental problems this world faces haven’t 
changed.  Sin is still sin!  It still separates us from the Holy God who created us.  We 
still need His grace.  The news of Jesus is still very good news, indeed!  Join us as we 
hear and learn that good news, so that we can share it.   Tim
