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16 I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of God for the salvation of 

everyone who believes: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile. (Romans 1:16) 
 
If you’ve lived long enough, you’ve been ashamed.  Something you did or something done to 
you brought you shame.  Maybe you got caught doing something you shouldn’t have done or 
maybe someone humiliated you but most of us have felt shame and we didn’t like it at all.  
The very unpleasantness of shame serves a valuable purpose in our lives in that it often keeps 
us from doing shameful things.  Losing the sense of shame is one of the worst things that can 
happen to a person.  Shame can also be distorted.  People can be ashamed that they’re 15 
pounds overweight but not that they’ve lied, cheated, or stolen something. 
 
In our text this morning, Paul tells us forcefully that he has no shame about the Gospel.  Yet, 
twenty years earlier, Saul of Tarsus would never have said that.  That the disciples of Jesus 
were telling folks that Jesus was the Messiah infuriated Saul.  So angry was he that he did 
everything he could to get rid of them.  Everything, from Saul’s point of view, about the 
crucifixion was shameful.  Rome designed crucifixions to bring maximum shame and 
humiliation.  They didn’t just want to kill those they considered criminals, they wanted a 
public execution, so painful and dehumanizing that people would think long and hard before 
they messed with Rome.  The crucified was beaten, bloodied, stripped naked, stretched out, 
nailed, lifted up and left to slowly and agonizingly die in full view of all.  They were 
humiliated and mocked.  Everything about it shouted “SHAME!”  On top of all of that, 
Deuteronomy 21:22-23, said, “If a man guilty of a capital offense is put to death and his body 
is hung on a tree, you must not leave his body on the tree overnight. Be sure to bury him that 
same day, because anyone who is hung on a tree is under God's curse. You must not desecrate 
the land the Lord your God is giving you as an inheritance.” 
 
Now, Christians were saying that Jesus who died that very shameful death, and by Saul’s 
reading of the Law, was under God’s curse, was the promised Messiah!  As far as Saul was 
concerned, that proclamation was itself shameful.  By God’s grace, that Saul became our Paul.  
He saw the crucified but now raised, ascended, and glorified Jesus!  Paul joyfully tells the 
Romans, whose government crucified Jesus, that he has no shame in telling the story of Jesus.  
In fact, that is the “Good News” that has the power to save all who are willing to trust in it. 
 
Now, it is left to us to not only embrace this good news, but to shamelessly tell it to all who 
will listen.
