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But where sin increased, grace increased all the more, so that, just as sin reigned in 
death, so also grace might reign through righteousness to bring eternal life through 

Jesus Christ our Lord. (Romans 5:20-21) 
 
 Those are simply wonderful words!!  Yet, as wonderful as they are, they have 
the potential to be horribly misunderstood.  The whole idea of grace can sound very 
dangerous to folks.  You can almost hear the objectors as you read Romans.  Paul did 
hear them and heard them often.  Sometimes they were loud and sometimes they were 
violent.  He was hardly surprised by these objectors, even when they were violent.  
After all, Paul had once been a violent objector to the Gospel, himself!  Now, as and 
ambassador of the good news he once opposed, he speaks of God’s grace and he 
knows the objectors are lining up on either side of the narrow path he is mapping out.   
 For some, the idea of grace sounded like an assault on the law.  “Surely,” they 
thought, “a person must do something to deserve the salvation of God.  Men must be 
circumcised and all must follow the law, isn’t that why God gave it?”  That was one 
side of the narrow path Paul was on.  He found himself at odds with many Christians 
who were firmly convinced that this doctrine of grace was a dangerous heresy. 
 There was another danger on the other side of the path.  In this danger the 
doctrine of grace was joyously embraced.  “God freely forgives sin! What news could 
be better!  Paul has just said, ‘The more sin, the more grace.’  God’s grace is shown 
for what it is by sin.  Great!  Let’s keep on sinning so God can be gracious.”  We 
know that such a misunderstanding of grace was possible. Paul’s letters to Corinth 
suggest that some had followed that lead.  Using the slogan, “All things are lawful,” 
some had pursued immoral life-styles that included trips to the local brothels.  They 
seemed to have thought that they were already glorified and didn’t need to worry 
about morality. 
 On the other hand there were probably a lot of people who leaned toward the 
first camp who said, “Paul, don’t you see where this doctrine of grace leads?  If you 
tell people that the law has no value toward salvation they will ignore its ethical 
demands.  We’ll end up with a bunch of Cretans (people from Crete actually did have 
a bad reputation—Titus 1:12). If people don’t follow the law to be saved they won’t 
follow the law at all. Surely God didn’t give us the law so that one day we could 
ignore it!” Such was an attack that Paul must have faced both in the synagogues and 
the churches.  Indeed, we have seen both sides of this narrow path throughout the 
centuries of Christian thought and in many debates within our own tradition. 
 In our text this morning, Paul answers the objectors and he does so by 
reminding them that something profound happened when they were baptized.
