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 Most of us who love the Lord have reactions ranging from annoyance to real 
offense when we hear the Name of the Lord either used carelessly or as profanity.  I’m 
irritated when I hear over and over again the incessant, thoughtless, and careless 
exclamation, “Oh My God!”  On more than one occasion I’ve said, “Tell me about 
your God,” only to get blank stares back—they were not even aware that they had 
really said anything about God.  Of course, the devaluation of language and 
particularly the devaluation of the name of God is heightened when someone in anger 
calls on God to damn someone.  However, curses that were once intentional and 
serious are now just expletives that have lost their original meaning and force.  The 
person may as well have said, “x#@s%j&” (don’t even try to pronounce that). 
 While this careless and profane use of the Name of God is included in the third 
commandment; that hardly exhausts the commandment’s meaning and intent.  I want 
to point to a far more egregious violation of this command.  We can understand when 
an angry atheist (and so many of them seem to be angry) abuses the Lord’s name 
because it means nothing to them; but when believers abuse the name of God that’s 
different.  I’m not talking here about careless or casual use of the Lord’s name but the 
intentional and serious use of the name of God by believers. 
 So, what am I talking about?  I’m talking about the story behind this headline: 
“Jury Awards Father Nearly $11 Million in Funeral Protesters Case.”  The story is that 
the father of a fallen Marine won a lawsuit against the Kansas-based Westboro Baptist 
Church for unspecified monetary damages after members staged a demonstration at 
the March 2006 funeral of his son, Lance Cpl. Matthew Snyder, who was killed in 
Iraq.  These demonstrators were not anti-war protestors; that would have been cruel 
enough to target a grieving family to advance even a worthwhile goal.  No, these 
demonstrators had a very different agenda in mind.  They demonstrate at military 
funerals to announce that God causes their deaths because America tolerates 
homosexuals.  They carry signs, some of which read “Thank God for dead soldiers” 
and “God hates fags.” 
 Make the Biblical case that homosexual acts are sinful—you’re on solid 
ground.  But to announce that God wills and causes the deaths of soldiers, because He 
hates homosexuals, is not only Biblically ignorant and unspeakably cruel; it is also 
slanderous and it slanders God.  To drag in the name of God as a cover for bigotry and 
hatred is to take the Name, the Name that is to be hallowed by His People, in vain.  It 
is, in the language of the New International Version, to “misuse the name of the Lord, 
your God.”  We need to be very careful before we ascribe to God our own hatred.  
There are things God hates and God’s righteous judgment will come on sinners but to 
glibly declare that God hates people for whom His Son died is blasphemous.  It also 
damages the cause of Christ and His church.  How can we expect people to honor 
God’s name if people claiming to speak in that Name, drag it through the mud?  Let us 
live out the prayer we are to pray, “May Your Name be hallowed…on earth as it is in 
heaven.”
