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We’ve been told for a long time that heart disease is the number one cause of death 
and so we have cared a great deal about diet, exercise, cholesterol, blood pressure, and 
other heart related issues.  All of that is good and we should take care of our cardio-
vascular systems so that our grand children will have us around for awhile. 
 
But, of course, “heart” means more in our language than the muscle that pumps blood 
through our bodies.  Mostly, in our present culture it relates to our emotions.  In the 
Bible, it is used to speak of our true self, our wills, thoughts, and emotions.  In this 
regard, I want to propose something counter intuitive:  The healthiest hearts are 
broken. 
 
We want to mend the broken-hearted and that’s a fine instinct.  We want God to mend 
the broken-hearted and that’s what God can do at the right time.  But it may be more 
important for God to break the hard-hearted than for Him to mend the broken-hearted.  
Healthy hearts can be broken.  You’ll remember that in The Wizard of Oz, the empty-
chested Tin Man’s quest was to get a heart.  When the quest ended, he discovered that 
although his chest was empty he had had a heart (the one that really matters) all along.  
As the story draws to an end, Dorothy kisses the Tin Man goodbye and he says, “Now 
I know I've got a heart, because it’s breaking.” 
 
The capacity to feel intense sorrow is part of what it means to be fully human and bear 
the image of God.  The sociopath feels no sorrow or remorse and that makes him 
extremely dangerous.  The Christian must be capable of having a broken heart if she 
wants to be like her Lord.  How often we see the broken heart of Jesus in the Gospels!  
Before entering the city where He would give His life, Jesus stopped to weep and 
lament the city’s fate (Luke 19:41-44). 
 
This is a crucial observation to make as we come to Romans 9-11.  These chapters are 
usually seen as Paul’s theological treatment of the mystery of Israel’s unbelief.  Now 
it is that.  But, before it’s that, it’s a heart-broken lament.  Listen to Paul’s broken-
hearted lament:  “I speak the truth in Christ — I am not lying, my conscience confirms 
it in the Holy Spirit— I have great sorrow and unceasing anguish in my heart.  For I 
could wish that I myself were cursed and cut off from Christ for the sake of my 
brothers, those of my own race, the people of Israel.” (Romans 9:1-4 NIV) 
 
So, how are our hearts?  Do we share Paul’s “sorrow and unceasing anguish” over 
those who reject the good news of Jesus?  It is not nearly enough to denounce them!  
We have no right to speak of hell unless there are real tears in our eyes.  Our 
evangelistic zeal may very well be measured by whether our hearts are broken.
