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This morning we come to the final chapter in Romans.  For fifteen chapters Paul has 
led us through the great heights of the Christian faith.  Now, what we have in this last 
chapter is a list of names—27 to be exact.  I suppose for some, that’s as exciting as 
reading the phone book.  But wait a minute before you decide that.  This is a very 
interesting list of names and it comes with several surprises.  Ten of those names are 
the names of women and what he says may surprise us.  If all we know about what the 
New Testament tells us about women is that they should be silent in the assembly and 
not have authority over a man (two passages often taken out of context), we’re really 
in for a surprise. 
 
Start with Phoebe who carries this letter and may very well have read it to the church 
(that’s what the courier typically did).  She is described as a servant (deacon) of the 
church in Cenchrea (port city near Corinth) and a “great help” (patroness) to many.  
She was to be shown respect worthy of the saints.  Priscilla (who gets top billing over 
her husband Aquilla) is Paul’s fellow worker in Christ.  Mary was a “hard worker” in 
the Roman church (that’s the same description Paul uses in 1 Thessalonians 5:12 to 
describe church leaders).  Junia may be the most intriguing.  She and Andronicus were 
relatives of Paul and were fellow prisoners with him.  The really intriguing part is Paul 
says of her that she was “outstanding among the apostles.”  Tryphaena and Tryphosa 
were probably sisters, and Christian workers. Persis (“Persian lady”) worked hard and 
was beloved by Paul.   Rufus’ mother was a “mother” to Paul.  Julia and Nereus’ sister 
are greeted as saints. 
 
Obviously Paul didn’t hate women!  That’s a strange and common accusation made 
about Paul.  But Paul was a disciple of Jesus and Paul’s master had many women who 
followed Him, supported Him (Luke 8:1-3), and were the first witnesses of His 
resurrection.  The great respect that the New Testament shows for women was in stark 
contrast to Greek, Roman, and even some Jewish views of women. 
 
At this time of year it’s appropriate to recall that the great respect for women in the 
New Testament comes very early.  An angel came to a young woman and said, 
“Greetings, you who are highly favored! The Lord is with you” (Luke 1:28).  Another 
great woman told her that she was blessed among women (Luke 1:42).  Of course, I 
am speaking of Mary, the mother of our Lord, Jesus.  Great respect and honor of her 
should not be limited to the Roman Catholic tradition but should, without worshipping 
her, be given by all Christians.  In chapter 16 of Romans, Paul reminds us that we 
should give respect and honor to all our sisters in Christ.
